2. Engineers to mentor students in small teams to  complete a design-and-build challenge 

Students will explore the ship moored in Bristol’s Historic Floating Harbour. With the help of
volunteers they will work as a team to gather the parts and the information needed to build a metre
long model boat. The emphasis is on teamwork and construction skills that result in each team
presenting an adapted, annotated model that shows learning about what sort of ships will be needed
in 2050.
